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BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING MINUTES
August 8, 2011

The Pontiac Public Library Board of Trustees met at the Pontiac Public Library on August 8,
2011. President Eric Hoover called the meeting to order at 5:20 p.m..

Roll call was taken. Answering present was President Eric Hoover, Vice President Jane Diaz,
Amy Dunn, Sara Schickel, Bill Bertram, Bruce Koerner, Curt Myers and Connie Snyder.

The minutes of the previous meeting and financial report were discussed. The Board discussed
Reta’s memo regarding the maturity of certain certificates of deposit. After discussion, it was
the consensus of the board to look at purchasing some longer term CD’s in an attempt to get a
better rate. Jane Diaz moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and financial
reports. Curt Myers seconded the motion. All voted in favor and the motion passed.

There was no correspondence to consider.

Layla gave the Director’s report. Layla reported that the library received a $7,000 donation from
Tech Soup, a not for profit organization which helps libraries with technology donations.
CIBRN has requested direction regarding running fiber optic cable into the building. Bruce
Koerner suggested the best way to accomplish that is to run the cable coming into the building
underground. Layla and Bruce will communicate this to CIBRN. There was an inquiry from
PATH for office space availability. Layla will report to them that there is no space currently
available. Layla reported on the current status of construction grants through the State of
Illinois. Layla also reported that the library is participating in [llinois DNR’s early childhood
educator packs which are designed for outdoor instruction to preschool to Grade 3 students to
facilitate outdoor activity and learning. Layla reported on the results of the summer reading
program. Local artist joanE. Lipinski has requested to have an art show at the library and donate
the proceeds of any sales to the new microfilm reader fund. The consensus of the board was to
approve the show and donation, and to give the artist one of the old card catalogs to rework and
add to her show. Finally, Layla presented to revised policies to the board, the first entitled
“Employee Use of Computers and Internet” and the second was entitled “Library Facilities: Staff
Access and Use”. After discussion, Curt Myers moved to approve the two new policies and Sara
Schickel seconded the motion. After a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously.

There was no report from the Finance Committee.

The Building and Grounds Committee reported that the window projects is done and the final
bills were being submitted for payment. Layla will take on staining some upstairs doors.

The Management Committee met on July 27, 2011. The discussion of that meeting will be
discussed in executive session.

The Long Range Planning Committee reported that the final draft of their report has been
prepared and will be sent to the public members of the committee for their review.
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patrons. Layla reported that the new PC Reservation software makes it easier to manage. Layla

suggested charging 20 cents per copy. Amy Dunn moved to approve allowing color copies at 20
cents per page and Sara Schickel seconded. A unanimous voice vote approved the motion.

There was no New Business.

A unanimous voice vote approved the motion and the Board went into Executive Session at 5:50

p.m..
